All of the certificates can be achieved only once and will be at bronze, silver or gold level.

Creative Minds University Award

At this level children need to participate in and record their learning.

At this level children must take responsibility for some of their own learning and how it is recorded.

To gain degree level children must have completed activities from across all 4 faculties.

At postgraduate level children must share some of their learning through performing, competing, publishing, exhibiting or recording their learning.

Honorary Doctorates

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Raising Aspirations

What is the Creative Mind’s University?

Creative Minds University is based on the Children’s University which is a national project which celebrates the involvement of young people in quality out of hours learning activities.

The scheme is to open to all young people aged 5-14. The aim of the Children’s University is to raise the aspirations of our young people by introducing them to inspiring learning opportunities. 

We want our young people to develop a love of learning by discovering that it can be fun and enjoyable!

What activities are included?                                        
Any activity which provides a learning opportunity can be credited.
We will include any activity which:

· Enables children and young people to develop skills or knowledge

· Takes place outside school hours or ordinary lessons
· Increases children’s knowledge or skills
· Can be studied as part of a university course
· Is part of one of our 4 faculties
Activities may be run by schools or other learning destinations such as youth and community clubs, libraries, zoos, museums, stately homes and castles, as well as a wide range of visitor attractions who offer opportunities for learning after school, at weekends or during the school holidays. When young people take part in validated activities they earn a Creative Mind’s University credit for learning participation. These are recorded in their Learning Journey books
At the end of each year credits are calculated and awards are given to children who have reached a new level. These awards are presented at an annual graduation ceremony. Families are invited to the ceremonies to help celebrate the young person’s achievements. 
How can my child get involved?                                  Each student can have their own Learning Journey book in which they record the activities they have taken part in and the learning they have achieved. These books are free, but lost books must be bought. All KS2 pupils will automatically receive one and parents who would like to start their children early in the infants can request one.
How do I find out about validated activities?                  
A suggested list is provided with this leaflet and there will also be information on the school website. As events, workshops and after school clubs are provided, the letter will indicate the credits available. As it is not possible to know about all the out of school activities children are involved, you can record any learning from visits or clubs in your Learning Journey and we’ll give the appropriate credits, provided evidence has been given.
